A vendor is eligible to attend with a total of 20 points or more. However, despite achieving the
points required to be eligible, an application may still be refused for other reasons (e.g.
duplication, insufficient quality).

If you cannot achieve the points required using the eligibility point assessment, you can still apply to the
MRRPA board if your product is unique and will contribute to the diversity of the market.
